payment due by June 30, 2024. Please note that this fee will be waived for Historically
Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUSs).

o UPDATE as of 3/22/24: In addition to this annual fee, each institution will be
responsible for covering their team members' lodging and travel costs for
convenings. (Lodging and airfare will be covered for one HBCU)
